Large Print Instructions

Setting Time:
1) Turn watch over, so that the three small gray rubber buttons are face up. Press the leftmost button, labeled “MODE.” You’ll hear one beep, and as you turn the keychain over, the current time shown on the display will be flashing. This indicates the unit is ready for adjusting the time.
2) Depress the middle gray rubber button, labeled “HR.” (for hour) and the unit will announce the hours, and AM or PM, as you advance the time. Stop on the desired hour selection.
3) Depress the rightmost button, labeled “MIN.,” (for minutes) and the unit will announce the minutes as you advance the digits. Stop on the desired minute selection.

If you do not want to set an alarm time, press the leftmost “MODE” button two more times, until you hear three (3) short beeps. This will indicate that the unit is back to showing the current time.

Setting alarm Time:
1) Turn item over, so that the three small gray rubber buttons are face up. Press the leftmost button, labeled “MODE,” two times, hearing two beeps. As you turn the keychain over, the current alarm time setting is shown on the display will be flashing. This indicates the unit is ready for adjusting the time.
2) Depress the middle gray rubber button, labeled “HR.,” (for hour) and the unit will announce the hours, and AM or PM, as you advance the alarm time. Stop on the desired alarm’s hour selection.

3) Depress the rightmost button, labeled “MIN.,” (for minutes) and the unit will announce the alarm minutes as you advance the digits. Stop on the desired alarm minute selection.

4) Once you’ve set the alarm time, press the leftmost “MODE” button once again, hearing three short beeps. This will lock in the alarm time.
5) To turn the alarm on, from the normal time display mode, press the center gray button, labeled “HR.”  A beep will sound and the alarm time will be announced.  A visual alarm bell will also show on the LCD display.  To turn the alarm off, press the Hour button again. 

6) When the alarm is ringing, the ring will last for one minute and then stop automatically.  To stop the sound sooner, press the Talk button on the front of the watch. 
SETTING THE HOURLY CHIME

1) From the normal time display mode, press the rightmost gray button, labeled “MIN.”  Clock will quickly beep four times to indicate that the hourly chime is on.  To turn the hourly chime off, press the button again. 
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
